“Arthur and Henry D’Angelo are a great American story—one built around baseball, sports and Fenway Park in particular. ‘When we came here in 1938 to this country, says Arthur, we didn’t have any money and couldn’t speak the language.  We were only 13 years old. Two days after we got off the boat we had our first job, selling newspapers at Fenway Park.  We could say just two words—two cents”-that’s how much the newspaper cost. Now Arthur and Henry D’Angelo own the largest souvenir business in America, if not the world.” (taken from the Boston Sunday Globe, June 21, 1970) 

Unfortunately, part of the “twingenuity” team passed away leaving Arthur to tend to the business with his sons.  They have persevered through Red Sox strikes to World Series games and they continue to grow as the official Red Sox paraphernalia distributors.  This is a classic story of living “the American Dream”.
